Airport Information 
The closest major airport is Portland International Airport (PDX), about 90 minutes North.   
Alternate airports: 

Eugene, Oregon (EUG – about 60 minutes South)  
Seattle-Tacoma International (SEA – about 4.5 hours North) 

These airports, the Fairgrounds and the Host Hotel are all conveniently located along the I-5 
Corridor in the Incomparable Willamette River Valley. 
All major airlines serve PDX and SEA, many with non-stop flights! 
 

 

Driving Information 
Albany, Oregon is conveniently located on I-5, about an hour South of Portland, Oregon.  From 
the East, Interstate 84 (from Salt Lake City) comes closest to Albany, meeting I-5 in Portland.  
Except for a small stretch over the Blue Mountains in Oregon, I-84 is mostly lowland driving.  I-
90 meets I-5 in Seattle, WA, and I-80 comes in at Sacramento, CA.  From the West, come by 
ship into Astoria, OR, then SR 30 to Portland and I-5.
